Sulis Club Normal Operating Procedures

1.0 NORMAL OPERATING PROCEDURES

1.1 The facility is approximately 2 miles from the main University campus. 

1.2 The facility is closed down and the main part of the building is boarded up. The 2 changing rooms are the only part of the main building that are in use. There is no access to the main part of the building through the changing rooms and they have their own alarm system.
1.3 There is also a boxing ring and physio room in the building behind and to the left of the main Sulis Club.

1.4 There is a car park to the front of the building for customer use and some spaces are rented out to other local organisations who require additional parking.

1.5 There are grass pitches that are allocated as follows:

1.5.1 2 x Rugby pitches

1.5.2 2 x Football pitches

1.5.3 4 x Junior football pitches

1.5.4 Summer months: 2 x Cricket pitches

2.0 Education, Access and Control

2.1 The pitches must be booked out in advance through the Facility Sales Office at the Sports Training Village.

2.2 The grounds staff at the Sulis Club are responsible for setting up the pitches and opening the changing rooms prior to the matches.

2.3 On completion of the matches, if the grounds staff are still in they will set down the pitches and lock and alarm the changing rooms. If the grounds staff have left for the day the Duty Manager at the Sports Training Village will make arrangements for the changing rooms to be secured and alarmed by a member of duty staff. If there are no duty staff available to do this the Duty Manager will contact security to do this.

2.4 All equipment sheds are accessed by the Grounds staff when setting up the pitches and must be kept secure when not in use.  
2.5 All gates around the pitches are kept locked but can be unlocked by the grounds staff to gain access to work on the pitches, or by security who may need to provide access to an emergency vehicle.

2.6 The changing rooms are cleaned by Sports Training Village cleaning staff after they have been used by teams. This is usually the morning after the match takes place. The cleaning team have their own key to the changing rooms and cleaning cupboard for easy access.
2.7 The Sulis Club Changing Rooms will be cleaned each morning on days when booked activity is taking place. There is no cleaning taking place between users. Hand sanitiser has been provided in each changing room, and soap and water are readily available in the toilet blocks
1.0 
SESSIONS

1.1 Rugby


University rugby matches, Saracens RFC and various external teams use the facilities for rugby matches.
1.2 Football
University football matches, Southampton FC and various external teams use the facilities for football matches. Teams using the Junior Football pitches provide their own goals for these pitches.

1.3 Cricket

University cricket matches and various external teams use the facilities for cricket matches in the summer months. Cricket teams may be required to return equipment to the sheds and secure the padlock at the end of their match is the grounds staff have finished for the day.
2.0 POTENTIAL RISK AREAS

2.1 As the Sulis Club is located 2 miles away from the main University campus the facility is not manned by a University employee.

2.2 At certain times during the day there are Grounds Staff and/or cleaning staff at the facility.

2.3 All accidents and incidents must be reported to the Security department who can offer first aid assistance if required.

2.4 A member of the team/ club/ coach should call for an ambulance directly if required.   

2.5 Accidents requiring an ambulance should also be reported to the security department who will attend and assist where possible and also allow access to the pitches for the ambulance.

2.6 To reduce the spread of Coronavirus users should arrive changed and ready for their activity; on completion of activity where possible users are encouraged to change and shower at home. Where this is not possible the changing rooms and showers are available. In order to keep time spent in the changing environment to a minimum, showers and changing should be done in a swift manner ensuring social distancing is maintained at all times.
2.7 Changing room capacities must not be exceeded, the capacities are set as follows;
· Mens Changing room 25

· Mens showers 6

· Mens toilets 4; urinals are closed

· Ladies Changing room 10

· Ladies showers 4

· Ladies toilets 4
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
